Margaret Mary Doherty was born in the Bronx the only daughter of Edward and Delia McMahon, on October 13, 1914 and baptized in the church of Our Savior.  Growing up with three brothers, James, later the Rev. James, Edward and Arthur made her a bit of a tom boy and she always said they were protective of her. She learned to play basketball with the boys.  She lost her place on the girl’s team because she was a great player but played too rough for the rest of the girls.  Sister Arthur Marie found her way to Mt. St. Clare, Wappingers Falls in the winter of 1935, in the days before the interstate highway system.  Her ministry experiences took her on many pathways.  After her first profession, she earned a teaching degree at Manhattan College and taught in several different schools. Some years after final vows in 1940, Sister Arthur began to study at Hunter College to obtain a medical technology certification.  It is this work for God’s people that sister is most fondly remembered, especially for her many years at St. Agnes Hospital, White Plains.  Her ready smile, practical outlook on life and her deep love of God endeared sister to staff and sisters alike.  Her years of retirement at the regional house have been fruitful and she still dispensed that down to earth advice to those around to the very end.  Her prayer life never ceased, she had a special prayer that she said at 3:00 every day, followed by her cup of coffee to keep her awake to read.  Reading was her greatest pastime and recently her eye doctor asked her if she liked to read.  Her answer was quite amazing to him, I read 6 hours a day and with these new glasses I may start doing 16 hours a day. Those of us who were fortunate enough to know Sister Arthur always admired her hats, the collection was legendary.  She enjoyed holidays and vacation time with her good friend Sr. Joseph Concepta, going to Hartford, CT for some good Italian cooking as often as possible.
