Sister Margaret Krantz, a Franciscan Missionary Sister of the Divine Child for 53 years and a Sister of St. Francis for five years following a merger of the congregation, died Sunday in St. Mary of the Angels Health Care Center, Williamsville, NY.
Born Margaret Constance Krantz in Batavia, NY, she entered the congregation in 1950.  She earned her Bachelor Degree in Education at Mount St. Joseph’s Teachers College, her Master Certificate in Religious Studies at Catholic University of America in Washington, DC and later her Master Degree in Education at State University College at Buffalo.  She also studied at De LaSalle College in Pennsylvania and Incarnate Word College in San Antonio, Texas.

She began teaching at Immaculate Heart of Mary School in Buffalo where she later returned as principal.  She also taught at Our Lady of Loretto and St. Joseph’s Collegiate Institute in Buffalo and St. Pius X Mission Center in Batavia, as well as in schools in San Antonio, TX, and Brooklyn, NY.   She was Pastoral Associate at St. Gregory the Great in Williamsville and was Religious Education coordinator at St. Joseph’s in Albion.
Highly respected by the members of her congregation, she spent 24 years in community administration, being elected as General Minister and Assistant and also being assigned as Vocation Director.  Her most recent active ministry was as a grief counselor for the Diocesan Lazarus Care Center.

Margaret’s goal in life was to love more. And she did this in a gentle, unassuming and self-effacing manner. If you asked her how are you doing? She would always say fine and immediately defer the question back to you. “How are you?” This is only one little example of how she lived love. She wanted the attention not on herself but on the other person. She was a very loving woman.

At one time, when she wrote a little article on her life, she ended it with these words. “The hopes, dreams and aspirations I have for Community is to love more because if I live in love, I will know peace and I will not be afraid.
