From 1962 to 1986 Sister ministered as a teacher and Director of Religious Education at Immaculate Heart Parish and Christ the King Parish in Liverpool, St. Anthony Parish in Chadwicks and St. Peter Parish in Syracuse. Sister was well known for her smile, friendliness and generous ways that drew the respect of all. After leaving parish work, Sister ministered at St. Joseph Health Center in the Microfilm department until August 2000, when she retired at Jolenta Convent.
