Reverend Peck wrote a letter of recommendation to religious life for Sister Prudentia to Mother Margaret.  In 1930, he wrote that “Miss Anne Ladiski possesses every quality necessary for Religious Life”.  That one sentence explains Sister Prudentia’s life.  August 27, 2011, sister Prudentia was called home to her loving God.  As Sister Veronice wrote on Sister’s 50th Jubilee, that “Sister Prudentia held to her God who was her way, her truth and her life.  Sister Prudentia was faithful to her vocation and community.  She never flinched in the face of difficulties and opposition nor did she ever swerve from her commitment and dedication to her Lord.”

Sister was born on September 20, 1913 to Stephen Ladiski and Martha Kostolni both from Austria.  She was named Ann Marie.  Sister entered the Syracuse Franciscans on the 8th of September 1930 from her home parish of St. Joseph Church in St. John’s, Michigan.  She made her final profession on August 26, 1936.

Sister attended Pius School of Liturgical Music at Manhattanville College of Sacred Heart in New York.  Sister also attended the College of St. Rose in Albany, NY.  Sister’s years of teaching endeared and influenced the lives of many children.  She served the community as principal and teacher in the states of New York, New Jersey and Ohio.

A Mass of Christian Burial was offered on August 30th at 11:00 AM at St. Anthony Convent.  Burial followed in Assumption Cemetery.  Viewing hours were from 9 to 10:45 a.m. prior to the service.
