The newspaper obituary read that Sister Anna Walter died unexpectedly on Wednesday, July 12, 2006, at St. Joseph Hospital.  With a wide smile on her face and a twinkle in her eyes, Sister Anna Walter had been preparing for her death since her illness had begun.  She lived each day to the fullest and greeted all with a smile of love and a joyful belief in her God.  Her optimism was showered on all who encountered her.
