From CCD work to being a teacher, a Vice-Principal, Principal, Superior to Vocation Directress to being in charge of the Pensione in Rome, Italy to being responsible for the renovation of the Pensione, to obtaining Papal Blessings and giving Masterful Tours of Rome-Sister Prisca did it all for the love of Community. Sister Prisca was born April 9, 1930 in Utica, New York and was named Agnes Dardano.  Her parents were Salvatore Dardano and Agnes Landof, both from Utica.  Sister entered the Sisters of St. Francis from her home parish of Mt. Carmel Church, Utica, New York, on February 1, 1947 and made her Final Profession on August 20, 1952…


Sister Received a B.S. in Education form the college of St. Rose, in Albany, NY, and a MS in reading from the University of Scranton, in PA.  Her ministry was as a teacher and as principal for many years in Syracuse, Utica, Albany, NY and in Camden, Hoboken and Riverside, NJ.  Sister was Director of the Pensione in Rome, Italy from 1980 to 1990 when she became ill.  Her illness did not stop her from wanting to be a contributor to the Community.  She was Clerical Assistant at Pen and Pages and assisted, for a time, at St. Elizabeth’s Hospital.  In January 1996, Sister became a Prayer Minister at Wilson Convent until her death on November 12, 2005.
