Sister Miriam Hattinger died suddenly on February 24, 2005.  Born Catherine Rosemary in Buffalo, New York, she was the daughter of Adam and Sophia (Hartman) Hattinger.  She had five brothers and two sisters and is survived by nieces and nephews.  Prior to entering the convent, she worked as a file clerk for Western Union and recorded information on freight cars for the D.L.W. Railroad.
