Sister Miriam Therese was born January 30, 1908 and was baptized Mary Katherine at 
St. Raphael’s church, Blissville, Long Island City, NY.  She had two brothers and three sisters.  She leaves behind at least four more generations of nieces and nephews.


She entered the Sisters of St. Francis December 5, 1932 and was given the name, Sister Miriam Therese.  She made her first profession July 14, 1935, and final profession July 14, 1938.


Sister Miriam Therese graduated from Fordham University, with a Bachelor of Science Degree in Education and taught for over 23 years at Mt. Loretto.  She taught the girls at 
St. Elizabeth’s School from 1935 to 1955, and then was sent to teach the boys at St. Aloysius School from 1955 to 1958.  Following this, she taught at St. Eugene’s School, Tuckahoe, from 1958 to 1962, St. Catherine’s School, Pelham, for over ten years.  She returned to beloved 
Mt. Loretto to teach the girls again for another two years, followed by several additional years at  Immaculate Conception School, Tuckahoe.  She retired to the Motherhouse in 1981, but kept busy volunteering at St. Agnes Hospital until 1989. 


Sister Miriam was a baseball enthusiast and enjoyed watching a baseball game, not just any game, but it had to be the Mets.  


At her 70th Jubilee, Sr. Roberta said, “Sr. Miriam Therese is our ‘energizer bunny’!  I challenge anyone here to race-walk our hallways with this remarkable senior Sister!  She doesn’t walk, she gallops!”  Sister was a great observer of people and places, and many a time, we were blessed with her often witty and apt descriptions of situations and modes of attire.  Sister Miriam Therese was also a prayerful person, who was faithful in her remembrance of people’s worries and concerns.


Despite her quick and sometimes curt ways of expressing herself, Sister Miriam Therese was truly a deeply sensitive person.  She had deep compassion for the ill, and those suffering from any form of deprivation.  She tried to hide this softer side of her, but every once in a while, she would break down, and share some of her deepest thoughts and prayers.


Sister Miriam was delighted when her grandnephew, John Murray. was ordained a Redemptorist priest.  She was happy when he was able to come and offer Mass at Hastings, and also participate in her 70th Jubilee Mass.
