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An Honor Guard of Sister Josephine’s novices formed a procession leading Sister Josephine’s body to her eternal resting place.  The great number of women religious was a strong testament to the character of this woman, who had great love and gave faithful service to her beloved Community.  For many years she was responsible for the Community Formation Program.

Sister M. Josephine was born to Accursio Indelicato and Accursia D’Arco , both from Italy, on January 7, 1913.  She was named Calogera Indelicato. Sister entered the Syracuse Franciscan from her parish church St. Anthony of Everett, MA., on September 7. 1935 and made her Final Vows on August 20, 1941.

Sister received a B. S. in History and Philosophy from St. Rose College in Albany, N.Y. Her Ministry was in the Education field. She taught school for over 30 years in the states of New York and New Jersey.  For several years, she did C.C.D ministry in Liverpool and at Chadwicks, NY.  From 1958-1967, Sister was in charge of the Formation Program.  January of 1988, Sister retired and yet she continued to give her service to St. Anthony Motherhouse and to the Pen and Pages Tutorial center.

On December 22, 2010, God called his faithful servant home.

A Mass of Christian Burial was held on Thursday, December 30, at St. Anthony Chapel, 1024 Court Street, Syracuse, New York. Visitation preceded the Mass. Burial was held at Assumption Cemetery.
