Sister Donna Marie Dorochak

September 15, 1933 – January 5, 2010

Sister Donna Marie Dorochak, an administrator in homes for the elderly for many years, died January 5, 2010 in St. Mary of the Angels Living Center in Williamsville, NY. She was 76.
Born Ann Marie Dorochak in Niagara Falls, NY, she entered the Sisters of St. Francis in 1958. She studied at St. Clare College and earned a bachelor’s degree from Rosary Hill College. She studied nursing home administration at Ithaca College and became a licensed Nursing Home Administrator as well as a member of the American college of Nursing Home Administrators.
Sister Donna Marie taught briefly at Ss Peter & Paul in Williamsville before beginning her work with the elderly at Holy Family Home in Williamsville, where she spent 23 years, including time as superior and as administrator of the home. Later, she was administrator of St. Elizabeth Home in Lancaster, NY and then administrator at St. Mary of the Angels, the former motherhouse of the Sisters of St. Francis. Her most recent ministry was that of prayer and community service.
Those who knew Sister Donna Marie loved her—her simplicity, humility and deep prayer life, her laughter and her joy. A strong, quiet type of person, Donna loved to sew and do all types of crafts and beautiful handiwork.  She was an avid card player, never missing a trick. She loved animals and loved to travel. All of these and more are the pearls of memory she has left us.
A Mass of Christian Burial was offered on Friday, January 8 at St. Mary of the Angels followed by burial in Gethsemane cemetery.
