Marie Ann Henrietta Muenzen, daughter of Carl and Mary Howland Muenzen, was born on November 4, 1934 and baptized along with her twin sister Eleanor at St. Vincent Ferrer Church, NYC.  She called Mt. Vernon, NY her hometown and received part of her early education at St. Catherine’s in Pelham, NY where she met the Sisters of St. Francis of Hastings, NY.  Marie and her sister had two aunts who were members of the Franciscans from Buffalo, NY.  It gave Marie great joy when in 2004 The Franciscan Sisters of Hastings, Buffalo and Syracuse came together to form a new Franciscan Community called the Sisters of Saint Francis of the Neumann Communities.  

Sister graduated from St. John’s H.S., White Plains, NY in June 1953.  She also attended Fordham University, NY and took Religious Formation Courses at St. Joseph’s Seminary, Yonkers, NY.  

Marie entered religious life in 1953 and made final vows in July 1959.  Her long ministry as an educator began at St. Joseph’s, New Rochelle, NY and twice at Immaculate Conception, Tuckahoe, NY.  Those were fruitful and rewarding years for both Marie and her many students, which was evidenced by her nomination and inclusion in the “Who’s Who among America’s Teachers” in 1996.  Sacramental preparation of young children was her greatest treasure in her years of teaching.  The years spent as a member of the R.C.I.A. Team in Tuckahoe and as Religious Ed Coordinator at St. Stanislaus in Hastings remained some of her fondest memories.  She could also be found visiting numerous parishes as a part of the Archdiocesan Catechists Formation Program.  Sister Marie Muenzen did not always enjoy the best of health.  Through her many illnesses, Marie managed to remain in ministry and accepted her limitations with good grace.
