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                                SISTER MARY LOUISE FRAINIER
Sister Mary Louise Frainier embraced Sister Death on July 31, 2008.

During her 37 years of teaching in elementary and secondary schools, Sr Mary Louise taught many subjects, especially religion and music.  But she wanted to do more than teach subjects, she wanted to teach Young people to love and serve God. Preparing students for concerts and musicals was a frequent activity for her at Bishop O Hern, Archbishop Carroll and St. Mary’s High Schools and Nativity of our Lord grade school.   Sister is quoted as saying “Those were always very good experiences, very trying, very exhausting but for students, one of the special highlights of their school year.”  The students learned more than their scripts. “They learned a lot about helping each other and sharing.”
 In 2007, Sr. Mary Louise Frainier was inducted into the Performing Arts Hall of Fame at St. Mary’s HS where she was a member of a team that proposed and received approval for a musical theater class.  
The focus of her work in education continued to this present day as she prepared materials for WORKSHOP WAY encouraging teachers to use them with their children.  In fact she was still working on Religion materials for WORKSHOP WAY before she went to the hospital.
Our TOR Rule calls us to want nothing else but God’s will for us.  “They should desire nothing else but our Savior, who offered himself in his own Blood as a sacrifice on the altar of the Cross for our sins, giving us example so that we might follow in his footsteps.”

Sister Mary Lou reached out to the poor at St. Luke’s Mission of Mercy developing a program that helps adults improve their reading writing skills. She continued her works of helping others by collecting things, socks and other items for the mission.

When Mary Louise could no longer fight the infections in her body, she was asked what she wanted. She replied only God’s will. We knew she was ready to meet God.
