Sister Maureen Huet, a sister of St. Francis for 49 years, died in St. Mary of the Angels Health Center in Williamsville on June 16, 2009.

Born Maureen Huet in Pittsburgh, Pa she grew up in Oil City, Pa. Having received her B.A. in Education from Villa Maria College in Erie, Pa, she taught for several years in the public schools in Cleveland, Ohio. In 1959 she entered the congregation of the Sisters of St. Francis of the Third Order Regular of Buffalo and was known as Sister M. Janice. She taught in a number of elementary schools in the area. She loved the little children and loved teaching them to read, sang with them and prepared them for the Sacraments.
Sister Maureen also ministered at the congregation’s House of Prayer in Derby, NY and was a pastoral minister and a Director of Religious education at St. Aloysius parish in Springville, NY. Imbued with the Franciscan spirit, she graciously served as spiritual advisor for the Secular Franciscans both in West Palm Beach, FL and in Western NY. 
After 25 years of teaching, Maureen became interested in pastoral care. She received her training as a Chaplain from St. Jude Center in Buffalo and ministered at Bertrand Chaffee Hospital in Springville, NY as well as St. Mary’s Hospital in West Palm Beach, Fl and Mount St. Mary’s Hospital in Lewiston, NY.
Maureen struggled with her illness and it was difficult for her to let go. She kept saying “I will miss my friends.” Many of us will recall her saying good-bye, telling us she loves us and throwing a kiss. Maureen had a way of making people feel at home.

When death uproots us we are merely going to our true home. Thus our leaving becomes an arrival; the outward journey turns into a homeward road. We will miss you, Maureen, but we know that you are home with your beloved God.
