Sister Mary Vianney dedicated seventy years of her life to God and the service of God’s people.  Much of her life was spent in the ministry of religious education, teaching children in rural and urban locations in Batavia, Belmont, Jamestown, Mayville as well as Holy Cross and St. Augustine parishes in Buffalo.


She loved teaching children about God and she often recounted an incident while teaching about the love of Jesus for children.  One child said, “Of course Jesus loves us.  See He has our names ‘us’ right in His name, Jesus.”

Whenever one asks how she was, she would reply, “No complaints.”  She was always positive about everything; she would say, “Three meals a day, Mass every morning, beautiful surroundings, really nice people who take good care of us- what more could you want.”


She loved visitors and especially those from her family.  Her concern for others showed in her phrase as soon as she saw you, “How are you feeling?”  She showed her hospitality to her visitors by always wanting to share her M&Ms with them.  Sister Vianney always closed her visit, whether in her room or in the hallway with, “Please come again, you are always welcome.”


As her memory waned, she would get quite repetitious, but there was one thing she never forgot.  That was her ability to pray.  Sometimes, when speaking to you, she would like to hold your hand rather tightly, and you knew that she held you in her prayers in the same way.  Now that she is with God, we can be sure that she is repeating her same phrase she always left with her visitors, “Let us pray for each other.”
